   We walked in and past 
the tables, up to the front 
counter. There were spe-
cials on a blackboard 
leaned against the count-
er, as well as the regular 
menu up on the wall. But 
the person behind the 
counter was more than 
ready to hand us a pair of 
laminated menus for us to 
look over. We took them, 
found a table to sit at and 
began our deliberations. 
Breakfast is served all day 
anyhow but we were both 
still ready for that first meal 

of the day. Janice had 
read the specials for the 
day and the Breakfast 
Bowl had sounded good to 
me so that was my order, 
along with a cup of coffee. 
Janice settled on a break-
fast burrito with coffee and 
a side order of bacon. The 
system at Kitchen Counter 
Cafe is to place your order 
at the counter. The total 
came to $27.68 which we 
paid for with a credit card 
right then. Then we were 
instructed that the coffee 
was self-serve and were 
directed to the coffee 
counter. At this area there 
was a good selection of 
monogrammed mugs and 
a variety of coffees, along 
with the additives like milk 
and sugar as well as hot 
water and tea. We both 
went with a dark roast cof-

fee.. 
   The other item we re-
ceived at the counter was 
a little metal number 
holder that we placed on 
our table so that the 
server knew where to de-
liver each order. We en-
joyed our coffee and 
chatted while we waited 
for our meals to arrive. 
   My breakfast bowl had 
nice big chunks of potato 
home fries, along with 
scrambled eggs, sausage, 
peppers and onions and it 
was topped with cheese. I 
did not need to eat lunch 
that day. Janice’s burrito 
(stuffed with scrambled 
eggs, sausage, peppers, 
onions and cheddar) 

came with salsa and sour 
cream on the side. Her 
side of bacon was three 
hearty strips. Her com-
ment was that she wished 
she could make bacon 
come out this nicely, crisp 
yet not over cooked, at 
home.

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    DURHAM, NH - A new 
report puts forth a regional 
goal of producing and 
consuming 30% of New 
England’s food needs in 
the region by 2030. Com-
missioned by the New 
England State Food Sys-
tem Planners Partnership, 
a collaboration between 
the NH Food Alliance, five 
other state-level organiza-
tions, and Food Solutions 
New England, it outlines 
the role New Englanders 
can play in making the re-
gion’s food system 
stronger and more self-re-
liant. The report— A Re-
gional Approach to Food 
System Resilience— is a 
product of sixteen re-
searchers exploring the 
opportunities and needs 
along the food supply 
chain in New England, 
and highlights the land, 
sea, and labor needs of 
the region, consumer pur-
chase metrics, distribution 
trends, and population 
projections that will impact 
the region’s ability to feed 
itself in the coming years.  
    “We all experienced the 
limitations of relying on a 
global supply chain during 
the height of the pan-
demic,” said Nicole Car-
dwell, Program Director of 
the NH Food Alliance. 
“Becoming more self-reli-
ant requires us to under-
stand and strengthen our 
regional food system: 
building up needed infras-
tructure, protecting farm-
land, and ensuring that 
New England’s farmers 
and fishermen can sustain 
themselves and their fam-
ilies. In return, we’ll have 
stronger local economies 
and a more predictable 
food system that is less 
susceptible to interrup-
tions like natural disasters 
or public health emer-
gencies.” 
    The report, released 
publicly today, illustrates 
New Hampshire’s poten-
tial role in strengthening 
both the local and regional 
food systems. New Hamp-
shire is home to only 9% 
of New England’s popula-
tion and 11% of the re-
gion’s farmland. Despite 
that, New Hampshire’s 
central location in the re-
gion and production capa-
bilities will be key in 
strengthening the region’s 
food system. New Hamp-
shire can serve as a pro-
cessing hub for the re-
gion’s food, capitalizing on 
the rich farmland to the 
east and west and the 

dense consumer centers 
to the south, thus 
strengthening the entire 
region’s ability to feed it-
self year-round. 
    Currently, total food 
and beverage expendi-
tures in New England 
range between $55.2 bil-
lion and $87.1 billion and 
are estimated to reach 
$98.4 billion by 2030. New 
Englanders would have to 
spend between $16.6 bil-
lion and $26.1 billion to 
reach 30% of expendi-
tures currently, and $29.5 
billion by 2030. On a per 
capita basis, the average 
New Englander would cur-
rently have to spend be-
tween $1,152 and $1,760 
on regional food and bev-
erage products per year to 
reach the 30% goal.  
    “It is critical that we 
work together to increase 
the amount of food that we 
produce in the region. We 
cannot expect that there 
will never be disruptions in 
our national and interna-
tional food distribution 
system. It is our challenge 
to ensure that we are able 
to build a regional system 
that will ensure that New 
England is able to pro-
duce enough food to pro-
vide for any shortages that 
might occur in the coming 
years. Beyond the pos-
sibility of such disruptions 
we should also recognize 
that maintaining our farm-
land and providing access 
to the freshest possible 
products is in the best in-
terests of all our citizens,” 
said Shawn Jasper, Com-
missioner of the NH De-
partment of Agriculture, 
Markets and Food.

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    On June 8, the stars 
were truly aligned, as the 
NH House of Representa-
tives concurred with the 
Senate and approved the 
STATE BUDGET for FY24 
and FY25.  Never before in 
recent years has the state 
budget been approved by 
such an overwhelming ma-
jority!  Both bills, HB1 - the 
fiscal appropriation bill and 
HB2 - the policy bill direct-
ing how fiscal appropria-
tions are spent, passed 
with wide margins, 351 - 
25 and 326 - 53.  NH’s op-
erating budget for the next 
biennium is absolutely a 
result of a bipartisan part-
nership and a willingness 
to compromise and solve 
many very difficult state-
wide needs. 
    Prior to passage of the 
budget, some outspoken 
representatives, including 
the media, gave passage 
of the budget little chance.  
That perspective never 
came to fruition, as the 
majority refused to listen to 
a very small vocal minority 
and remained focused on 
resolving statewide needs.  
Crucial need areas such 

as education, affordable 
housing, healthcare and 
public safety are ad-
dressed in the state budg-
et. Establishing statewide 
priorities can be achieved, 
if representatives and sen-
ators put families first and 
remember that during 
times of economic hard-
ship, elected officials 
(local, state and national) 
must work together, listen, 
and manage limited re-
sources effectively.   
    I am especially pleased 
that the legislature has de-
livered the Governor and 
the citizens of New Hamp-
shire a responsible, biparti-
san spending plan that 
meets the needs of our 
state and addresses top 
education, housing, health 
care and public safety pri-
orities without raising 
taxes. No budget is per-
fect, but with the support of 
Republican and Democrat 
leadership, critical chal-
lenges impacting family life 
and business have been 
met.   
    Among key challenges, 
Medicaid expansion was 
resolved by extending cur-

rent expansion for another 
seven years. As Senator 
Jeb Bradley announced, 
“This is the right thing to 
do…by making sure that 
the 50 to 60,000 people 
depending on Medicaid 
expansion as communi-
cated by all the providers, 
the hospitals, and the busi-
ness community,” continue 
to have access to health 
care. 
    When the House 
Speaker called me at 
10:00PM, the evening be-
fore the vote, asking if I 
would be able to speak to 
the caucus regarding the 
differences between the 
House and Senate educa-
tion funding formulas the 
next morning, I willingly 
agreed. Passage of the 
budget took many of these 
late evenings and untold 
miles driven to and from 
Concord, but as with any 
job, it takes time, effort, 
and a belief that each one 
of us can make a positive 
difference. In regard to 
education funding, I am at-
taching a brief table that 
identifies current funding 
levels for local districts 
contrasted with new pre-
liminary estimates re-
flected in the FY24 – FY25 
approved budget.

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    At some point, you may 
have more money in your 
401(k) than in any other invest-
ment. And even though your 
401(k) is intended for your re-
tirement, you may one day 
think you have to tap into your 
account early — but should 
you? And if you do, how should 
you go about it? 
    If it’s possible to avoid taking 
money from your 401(k) before 
you retire, you probably should 
do so. You could spend 25 or 
more years in retirement, and 
you’ll need to pay for those 
years, so you may want to look 
for alternatives to your 401(k). 
If you’ve built an emergency 
fund containing several months’ 
worth of living expenses in cash 
or cash equivalents, you could 
use some of this money. If you 
have a Health Savings Account 
(HSA), you could use it to pay 
for qualified medical expenses. 
Or you could sell some of your 

taxable invest-
ments, rather 
than going into 
your tax-de-
ferred 401(k). 
 But if 
you have deter-
mined that you 
must look at 
your 401(k) plan 
to meet a short-
term funding 

need, you’ll want to carefully 
consider how to go about it. You 
typically have two main 
choices: loans or withdrawals. 
    For plans that allow loans, 
employees can generally bor-
row up to 50% of the vested 
amount of their 401(k)s, up to a 
maximum of $50,000 within a 
12-month period. Admin-
istrative fees may apply, and In-
terest will be charged, but it will 
be added back to the 401(k) ac-
count as part of the loan repay-
ments. Except when they’re 
used for a home purchase, 
loans must be repaid within five 
years, with equal payments 
made at least quarterly, unless 
payments are allowed to be 
paused temporarily. If you leave 
the company or don’t repay the 
loan according to the agree-
ment, the loan balance will 
likely be treated as a taxable 
distribution. 
    Now, let’s consider withdra-
wals. For 401(k) plans that 
allow current employees to 
make withdrawals, the withdra-
wal requests are usually con-
sidered either hardship or 
non-hardship. To qualify for a 
hardship withdrawal, you must 
demonstrate an immediate and 
heavy financial need to pay for 
certain expenses, including a 
home purchase, college, a 
medical issue or other specified 

costs, and your withdrawal is 
limited to the amount nec-
essary to meet the need. Non-
hardship withdrawals can 
typically be taken for any pur-
pose but usually are not 
granted until you’re 59½ or 
older. 
    Unlike with a loan, a hard-
ship withdrawal can’t be repaid, 
while a non-hardship withdra-
wal can usually only be repaid 
by rolling over the amount to an 
IRA within 60 days. But the 
bigger issue may be taxes. If 
you withdraw funds from your 
401(k), any previously untaxed 
money is generally taxed as or-
dinary income and a 10% pen-
alty will apply if you’re younger 
than 59½, unless you qualify for 
an exception. Plus, your 401(k) 
plan typically must withhold 
20% of the withdrawal for 
taxes, so you’d have to take an 
even larger withdrawal to meet 
your needs. 
    Before embarking on a 
401(k) loan or withdrawal, you 
may want to consult with a fi-
nancial professional and your 
tax advisor. Taking money from 
your 401(k) is a big move, so 
make sure you know everything 
that’s involved.

We re-
member the families 
standing outside of hospi-
tals and nursing homes-
holding their “I love you” 
signs for their sick rel-
atives. We remember the 
food shortages and the 
brave people working at 
the cash registers. We re-
member being alone and 
isolated with nothing but 
sadness on the television.  
We remember the fear, the 
fear of the unknown, as it 
felt like there was nobody 
who could fix the problem. 
     During the pandemic, I 
leaned on government 

publications and John 
Hopkins Medical Center 
for the facts. Information 
seemed to change daily, 
but that was my percep-
tion. Now looking back, 
www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov, 
“Measures to break the 
chain of virus transmission 
and to control the COVID-
19 pandemic have caused 
major problems in the eco-
nomic, social, political and 
psychological spheres and 
have affected billions of 
people worldwide. The 
COVID-19 pandemic crisis 
has caused widespread 
unrest in society and un-
precedented changes in 
lifestyle, work and social 
interactions, and increas-
ing social distance has se-
verely affected human 
relations.” 
     In public schools, the 
time spent social distanc-
ing has stunted children’s 
social development and 
their ability to interact in 
public and recognize so-
cial cues.” 
     A May 2022 survey 
found more than 80% of 
public schools reported 
“stunted behavioral and 
socioemotional devel-
opment” in their students 
because of the COVID-19 
pandemic,” a 56% in-
crease in “classroom dis-
ruptions from student 
misconduct,” and a 49% 
increase in “rowdiness 
outside of the classroom.” 
All schools surveyed re-
ported a 55% increase in 
“student tardiness.” The 
use of cell phones, com-
puters, or other electronics 
when not permitted for all 
schools increased by 
42%.” per www.the74mil-
lion.org. 
     Learning how to be-
have in public again, rees-
tablishing social 
relationships and behav-
iors were added to student 
academic life and catching 

up on lost educational op-
portunities has become 
school life. Learning what 
is the expectations of the 
working world and where 
skills need to be devel-
oped for the future world 
we are facing is what is 
handed to every graduate.  
What we know now is that 
even the most educated 
people do not have all of 
the answers. With that, we 
also now know that educa-
tion is not ever complete, 
we must strive to continue 
our educational journey if 
we are to grow with this 
ever changing world. 
     Now as we welcome 
our new graduates into the 
world, I ask that we be pa-
tient with them as they are 
going into a world that they 
truly have not experienced 
before. They will be learn-
ing what their parents 
have been saying is true.

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    Newbury, Vermont – In 
March 2023, the Newbury 
Planning Commission in-
vited input from area res-
idents and property 
owners on the periodic up-
date of the Newbury Town 
Plan.  The survey re-
mained open for nearly a 
month, until March 31, 
2023, and over 180 re-
spondents participated in 
the survey. 
    “The Planning Com-
mission would like to 
thank everyone who took 
time to participate in our 
town-wide survey,” said 
Larry Scott, chair of the 
Newbury Planning Com-
mission, “Your thoughtful 
responses have given us 
a wealth of interesting and 
useful information about 
what’s important to many 
of Newbury’s residents.  
We look forward to letting 
this guide us as we update 
the Town Plan.” 
    The results of the com-
munity survey, as well as 
an executive summary 
highlighting some key 
data from the public com-
ments, are now available 
for review by the commu-
nity.  The report is posted 
on the Town of Newbury 
municipal web site at 
https://www.newburyvt.org 
    The survey questions 
covered a range of topics, 
including what kind of land 
uses and development 
needs that the Town of 
Newbury should focus on 
encouraging, and which 
should be discouraged; 
priorities for economic de-
velopment in the commu-
nity; the adequacy of in-
frastructure and services 
provided by the Town, and 
recreation resources.  
Lastly, the survey respon-

dents were asked ques-
tions related to future 
planning, such as the 
things they valued about 
the community, what they 
would change, and if they 
saw Newbury as heading 
in the right direction. 
    When asked why res-
idents chose Newbury as 
their home, large major-
ities indicated that Newbu-
ry’s rural character, the 
natural beauty of the area, 
and the sense of commu-
nity to be found were sig-
nificant factors for why 
they choose to live here.  
    In supporting future de-
velopment in Newbury, 
many respondents indi-
cated that a focus on agri-
cultural resources and en-
terprises, home-based 
businesses, and service 
and professional busi-
nesses should be the 
main focus of land use de-
velopment efforts.  Many 
residents cited lack of af-
fordable housing as a sig-
nificant concern as well.  
    A large number of sur-
vey respondents ex-
pressed concern over the 
proposal by the State of 
Vermont and Vermont 
Permanency Initiative to 
locate a high security facil-
ity for juvenile offenders in 
the most remote area of 
the town – with some of 
those respondents urging 
the Newbury Planning 
Commission to tighten the 
Town Plan and Zoning By-
laws to ensure that future 
projects that are inappro-
priate for the zoning area, 
or that create such im-
pacts and burdens to the 
Town, would not be able to 
skirt Newbury’s land use 
planning regulations. 
    For the most part, ho-
wever, Newbury residents 
are happy with the com-
munity as it is, though 
many would welcome 
more services and busi-
nesses that could serve 
as gathering places for 
community connections 
between neighbors.  Res-
idents overall expressed 
an interest in maintaining 
the rural, agricultural char-
acter of the town, and 

being thoughtful about the 
type and location of future 
development.  
    The Newbury Planning 
Commission will begin 
drafting revisions to the 
Newbury Town Plan in 
consultation with the Two 
Rivers Ottaqueechee Re-
gional Council (TRORC) 
and will use the commu-
nity survey information to 
help guide those efforts.  
    The process for revis-
ing the Newbury Town 
Plan will take place in two 
phases.  Since our current 
Town Plan expires in Au-
gust of 2023, TRORC will 
work with the Newbury 
Planning Commission to 
complete a set of very ba-
sic updates that will bring 
our plan into compliance 
with current state law.  
This interim plan will be 
approved in August of 
2023. 
    Once that phase is 
complete, the Newbury 
Planning Commission will 
begin the second phase in 
making further, substan-
tive changes to the Town 
Plan based on the feed-
back from the community 
survey.  Additional public 
input will be solicited 
through a series of com-
munity meetings that will 
allow residents another 
chance to review the Plan 
revisions and provide 
more feedback before the 
final, updated Town Plan 
is finalized and returned to 
TRORC for review and 
approval. 
    The process will be on-
going through the summer 
and autumn, and Newbury 
residents are welcome to 
join in our efforts to review 
and revise our Town Plan.  
The goal of the Newbury 
Planning Commission is 
to have a fully revised 
Newbury Town Plan by 
the end of the calendar 
year – December 2023.

    Let’s get started with 
today’s recipe and how to 
make it. Talk about “Deli-
cioso” these from scratch 
brownies are awesome 
and easy peasy. Believe it 
or not I have never before 
made brownies from 
scratch. I always bought a 
boxed one. So I was 
pleased with myself and 
you will be pleased also.  

Ingredients  
    1/2 cup butter softened 
(1 stick) 
    1 cup granulated sugar  

    1 tsp Vanilla extract  
    2 large eggs  
    1/4 tsp baking soda  
    1/4 tsp salt  
    1/2 cup all purpose flour  
    1/2 cup cocoa powder  
    10 oz. Bag Ghirardelli 
60% Cacao bittersweet 
chocolate chips. Splurge 
it’s worth it! 
    1/2 cup chopped walnuts  
    I chose a 9x13 metal 
pan but you can use 9 x 9 
or 8 x 8. Different baking 
times below. Spray or 
lightly grease even non 
stick. Preheat oven to 350 
degrees.  
    In electric mixing bowl 
or hand mixer and large 
bowl mix butter, sugar and 
vanilla extract till all fluffy. 
Add eggs one at a time 
mix well. In medium bowl 
whisk together the baking 
soda, salt, flour and cocoa 
powder. Slowly add to 
mixing bowl and mix well 
to make batter. Add choc-
olate chips and walnuts 
mix well. It will be thick. 
Spread in prepared pan. I 
put a sandwich bag on my 
hand and sprayed Pam on 
it and pressed the batter 

evenly. Bake 18-19 mi-
nutes for 9x13 metal pan. 
Bake 25-26 minutes for 
9x9 metal pan. Bake 30-
31 minutes for  8x8 metal 
pan. 
    If you like a thicker 
brownie use a smaller 
pan. I liked the 9x13 I got 
24 nice size pieces. It’s 
hard to test because the 
chocolate melts. The top 
should be set. Cool com-
pletely before cutting. 

Enjoy these wonderful 
treats. They are choco-
latey and fudgey and your 
family will think you are a 
superstar.
