   I have good news and 
bad news regarding my 
most recent trip “out to 
eat”.

   Of course, as I have 
mentioned in other col-
umns before, if you are 
going to Polly’s the first 
thing you have to do is to 
get on the list for the day.

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    Controversial bills often 
catch the ear and eye of 
the media, but occa-
sionally, there are bills of 
significant magnitude im-
portance that are never 
heard.  HB530, a bill rel-
ative to how a school dis-
trict may withdraw from a 
cooperative school district 
is one of these bills.   
    A cooperative school 
district is a type of school 
district composed of 2 or 
more local school districts 
of the state that in accor-
dance with statutory law, 
agree to form a one school 
district.  For example, the 
Oyster River Cooperative 
School District serves the 
contiguous town commu-
nities of Durham, Lee, and 
Madbury, located 50 miles 
north of Boston in the 
southeast corner of New 
Hampshire. In 1963, res-
idents of Carroll, Dalton, 
Jefferson, Lancaster and 
Whitefield voted to form a 
consolidated district with a 
local funding formula 
based on 60% average 
daily student membership 
and 40% premised upon 
equalized property val-
uation for each town.   
    When initially formed, 
cooperatives functioned 
with few issues; however, 
as years passed, opera-
tional funding formulas 
based upon average stu-
dent enrollment and com-
munity property valuation 
became a problem.  
Agreements worsened 
when the majority of 
member towns, voted to 
change the district’s fund-
ing apportionment formula 
by increasing the percent-
age of property valuation.  
For example, the Town of 

Carroll property values 
have increased, but family 
incomes have gone the 
opposite direction, and 
local citizens want to know 
how to withdraw from the 
cooperative agreement 
and funding formula has 
become untenable. Ap-
proximately 1 out of every 
3 cooperative districts are 
experiencing these diffi-
culties.  Certain municipal-
ities no longer reflect their 
past economic and pop-
ulation demographics as 
identified 60 or 70 years 
ago. 
    With the passage of 
HB530, and by Governor 
Sununu’s signing the legis-
lation into law in late June, 
the new withdrawal pro-
cess helps address long 
standing issues without 
tipping the balance too far 
forward toward withdraw-
ing towns. For towns that 
have changed so dramati-
cally since their cooper-
atives were formed in the 

1950’s and 1960’s, there is 
now a feasible pathway for 
a town to withdraw. The 
new law states that, “If a 
3/5 supermajority of the 
voters present and voting 
in the withdrawing preex-
isting district vote in the af-
firmative, in favor of the 
withdrawal, the clerk of the 
cooperative school district 
shall forthwith send to the 
state board of education a 
certified copy of the war-
rant, certificate of posting, 
evidence of publication, 
and minutes of the meet-
ing unless a 3/5 superma-
jority of the voters present 
and voting in the entire co-
operative district vote in 
the negative, against with-
drawal.”  This legislation is 
a compromise measure, 
and it provides smaller 
towns a new chance to 
leave a cooperative school 
district without needing to 
persuade the whole dis-
trict.  This is definitely a bill 
that will assist any town 
wanting to withdraw from 
an expensive, unsustain-
able cooperative school 
district agreement that no 
longer reflects local stu-
dent enrollment  or afford-
ability.

The Honey-
bee Steelband rides on a 
float surrounded by its 
own live swarm of enthusi-
astic volunteers, some on 
roller skates, all looking 
very much like honey-
bees. Volunteers are wel-
come to join the swarm.  
    The Honeybee Steel-
band's presence is pos-
sible thanks to two grants, 
from the Vermont Commu-
nity Foundation’s Spark 
Connecting Community 
grant program and the  
Ben & Jerry's Foundation 
Community Action Team.   
The intention of both is to 
build and nurture commu-

nity, to "keep Vermonters 
healthy and happy."  In 
this case, they are also 
promoting health and hap-
piness for pollinators.  
Thirty-five percent of hu-
man's diet comes from in-
sect-pollinated plants. 
There are many polli-
nators but honeybees take 
care of 80% of that pollina-
tion.  
    The Pollinator parade is 
at 10:30 am, led by the 
VFW Color Guard and the 
Summertime Marching 
Band.   The festival fea-

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    To be successful in most en-
deavors, it’s important to de-
velop good habits — and that’s 
certainly the case for investors. 
And the earlier one develops 
these habits, the better. So, if 
you have teenagers who may 
be starting to work at part-time 
jobs, now may be a great time 
to introduce them to investing 
— and one place to begin might 
be a Roth IRA. 
    As you may know, a Roth 
IRA is a popular retirement sav-
ings vehicle — its earnings can 
grow federally tax-free, pro-
vided withdrawals aren’t taken 
until the investor is at least 59½ 
and has had the account five or 
more years. But because a 
Roth IRA is funded with after-
tax dollars, contributions can be 
withdrawn at any time, penalty-
free, to pay for any expenses — 
including college. Roth IRA 

earnings can 
also be used to 
help pay for col-
lege, although 
these withdra-
wals will be tax-
able. However, if 
a child is the ac-
count owner, a 
lower tax 
bracket will likely 
apply. 
 In 2023, 
up to $6,500 per 
year can go into 

your teenager’s Roth IRA, as 
long as the amount contributed 
doesn’t exceed the amount of 
their taxable compensation for 
the year. And your child doesn’t 
have to put all the money in — 
you and the child’s grandpar-
ents can also contribute. In fact, 
you might want to “match” your 
child’s contributions up to the 
limit to provide an incentive for 
them to continue investing in 
the Roth IRA. Not only will your 
matching contribution help build 
the Roth IRA’s assets but it can 
also instill in your child’s mind 
the benefit of earning a match 
– which can prove valuable 
later on, when your child is in 
the workforce full time and has 
a chance to receive an em-
ployer’s matching contributions 
in a 401(k) or similar plan. 
    Your child may well find a job 
at a local restaurant or shop, as 
these businesses have experi-
enced a shortage of workers 
the past couple of years. But if 
you have a family business, 
you can employ your teen to 
provide income that can go into 
a Roth IRA. Furthermore, if the 
business is one parent’s sole 
proprietorship, or it’s a partner-
ship in which each partner is 
the parent, the payments for a 
child younger than 18 are not 
subject to Social Security and 
Medicare taxes. As an em-
ployee, your child must perform 

reasonable tasks necessary for 
the business and be paid rea-
sonable wages — that is, 
wages comparable to what 
you’d pay a regular employee 
for the same work. 
    But wherever your child’s 
wages come from, using some 
of them to help fund a Roth IRA 
can be a good move. For one 
thing, it gives you a chance to 
explain the value of putting time 
on your side when you invest 
— simply put, the more years 
you invest, the greater your 
chances of accumulating the 
resources you need to meet 
your goals. And by helping your 
teen open a Roth IRA, which 
holds stocks, mutual funds or 
virtually any other type of secu-
rity, you can discuss the differ-
ent risk/reward characteristics 
of various types of investments 
— the kind of basic knowledge 
that all investors should have. 
    Once your teen’s first pay-
checks start coming in, con-
sider bringing up the idea of 
opening a Roth IRA — you may 
well be opening the door to a 
lifetime of consistent and in-
formed investing.

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     Ma always did every-
thing with her sister after 
Pa died.  The two would be 
found giggling at the 
grocery store or side by 
side at the beauty parlor, 
Ma and her sister were 
very close.  However, as 
her sister’s husband had 
changing health issues, 
there came a time when 
Ma needed her son to 
help. 
     In  order to get the re-
quired time off from work to 
take Ma to her doctor ap-
pointments, her son filed 
an FMLA form with his em-
ployer’s human resource 
office. What is FMLA?  
“The Family and Medical 
Leave Act (FMLA) pro-
vides eligible employees 
up to 12 workweeks of un-
paid leave a year, and re-
quires group health 
benefits to be maintained 
during the leave as if em-
ployees continued to work 
instead of taking leave. 
Employees are also enti-
tled to return to their same 
or an equivalent job at the 
end of their FMLA leave.” 
per the U.S. Department of 
Labor (www.dol.gov/ 
agencies/whd/fmla/faq) 
     For people taking care 
of aging relatives, sick 
family members, preg-
nancy, or those who find 
themselves with serious 
medical ailments; the 
FMLA provides some se-
curity from losing their job.  
The horror to find that after 
several years of employ-
ment, one might lose their 
job if they became sick for 
an extended amount of 
time became a nation   
wide scandal. We have 
military family members 
over burdened by loved 
ones coming home with in-
juries and in need of the 
family care for recovery, 
serious medical illness and 
people starting families--
they all need to be secure 
in knowing that the work 

they have dedicated them-
selves to will still be there 
when they are able to re-
turn. 
     “Originally proposed as 
the Family Employment 
Security Act, the FMLA 
passed both houses of 
Congress twice in 1990 
and 1992. Former Pres-
ident George H.W. Bush 
successfully vetoed the bill 
both times. Clinton signed 
the FMLA less than a 
month after his 1993 inau-
guration.” per www.dol. 
gov/news releases, “The 
FMLA was introduced in 
Congress every year from 
1984 to 1993 and was 
blocked repeatedly by en-
trenched, well-funded op-
ponents. For years we built 
and nurtured a strong, 
broad-based coalition and 
led fierce and tireless ad-
vocacy. Congress passed 
the legislation in 1991 and 
1992 — but it was vetoed 
both times by President 
George H.W. Bush. In the 
more than 20 years since 
its enactment, the FMLA 
has been used more than 
200 million times and has 
helped mothers and 
fathers, husbands and 
wives, sons and daughters 
all across the country.” 
     Thankfully, Ma was 
able to have her son go to 
her appointments with her 
and his job was safe. The 
form covered 12 months 
and he had to renew it 
every year but the doctors 
and the human resource 
office were willing to help 
with the required paper-
work. If you or someone 
you know is having health 
issues and concerns about 
their job, please tell them 
about the FMLA and have 
them ask their doctor’s of-
fice for help.

    North Haverhill, NH -
The NH Conservation Dis-
tricts Climate Resilience 
Grant Program supports 
farms by reducing the im-
pact of climate change on 
agriculture operations 
(mitigation), and increas-
ing the resiliency of New 
Hampshire Farms in a 
changing climate (adapta-
tion), while meeting farm 
conservation goals and 
needs. Now in our second 
year, the NH Conservation 
District Climate Resilience 
Program was able to in-
crease our grant awards 
to almost $300,000, as-
sisting 37 farms state-
wide. Grafton County 
Conservation District 
(GCCD) is excited to an-
nounce the 2023 Climate 
Resilience grant awards 
to these farms: Green 
Bough Farm, North Ha-
verhill; Tullando Farm, Or-
ford; Nicole’s Fruit Farm, 
North Woodstock; and 
Open Woods Farm, 
Grafton.  GCCD will be 
sharing more on these 
great climate resilience 
projects as they progress. 
    Green Bough Farm 
owners, Justin and Caro-
lyn Smith, raise grass-fed 
livestock, have a market 
garden that supplies local 
markets and Boston-
based restaurants, and 
manage forestland. They 
will be purchasing a no-till 
keyline plow to create 
healthy, drought-tolerant 
pastures by lifting and aer-

ating the soil with minimal 
topsoil disturbance. This 
will reduce soil compac-
tion while improving water 
distribution and infiltration 
making the pastures more 
resilient during periods of 
drought and heavy rains. 
    Tullando Farm is a third 
generation dairy farm now 
milking 450 cows and 
farming 750 acres, with 
400 acres in corn. In July, 
Nate Tullar will plant a 
multispecies cover crop in 
the corn ground that will 
be well-established when 
the corn is ready to har-
vest in the fall. Cover 
crops protect soil from 
wind and water erosion, 
take up excess nutrients, 
and improve soil organic 
matter while holding soil 
moisture in dry years and 
allowing more water to go 
through the soil in wet 
years. In spring, crops will 
be no-till planted into the 
cover crops, retaining soil 
nutrients and sequester-
ing carbon. 
    Nicole Tewksbury and 
Aaron Fadden, owners of 
Nicole’s Fruit Farm, grow 
blueberries, raspberries 
and elderberries for sale 
at the farm, and to local 
markets and restaurants.  
Having suffered produc-
tion losses during recent 
droughts, they are estab-
lishing a gravity fed drip ir-
rigation system and irriga-
tion well. There is no 
electricity or water source 
at this field location. They 

will install drip irrigation 
and a water storage sys-
tem, until the well is in-
stalled. The drip irrigation 
will improve plant health 
and fruit production, and 
minimize water loss due to 
evaporation. 
    Sayer Palmer and 
Open Woods Farm will be 
expanding their commu-
nity composting facility to 
improve efficiency, in-
crease awareness around 
food waste, climate 
change, and community 
resilience. Open Woods 
Farm is a certified organic 
vegetable farm. Currently, 
food scraps are collected 
from local sources and 
composted at Open 
Woods Farm using local 
carbon materials. They 
will partner with Mascoma 
Valley Regional High 
School to start a compost 
and food scrap collection 
initiative with composting 
at Open Woods Farm.  
    The Grafton County 
Conservation District 
(GCCD) was created in 
1946 and works in part-
nership with the USDA 
Natural Resources Con-
servation Service 
(NRCS). Through educa-
tional, financial and tech-
nical assistance, GCCD 
promotes sustainable use 
of our natural resources, 
represents local needs, 
and brings technical ex-
pertise from the commu-
nity to the District.

    Carroll County, N.H. – 
Today, Trust for Public 
Land, Upper Saco Valley 
Land Trust and the State 
of New Hampshire an-
nounced the creation of 
the Dundee Community 
Forest spanning 1,250 
acres in the Towns of 
Jackson and Bartlett.   
The newly conserved 
property connects to the 
White Mountain National 
Forest and the Tin Moun-
tain Conservation 
Center’s Jackson Field 
Station, which presents 
opportunities for trail con-
nectivity and wildlife 
movement corridors. 
    Believed to be the 
largest unprotected own-
ership in the Mount Wash-
ington Valley, the lands 
consist of 17 parcels as-
sembled over 60 years by 
the late William “Mack” 
Beal of Jackson.  Mr. Beal 
was trained as a forester 
and a surveyor and was a 
careful steward who kept 
the lands open to commu-
nity use for hiking, hunt-
ing, and cross-country ski-
ing.  That tradition will now 
continue in perpetuity as 
the Dundee Community 
Forest.  
    “I wanted to thank the 
Beal family for their gener-
osity, patience and com-
mitment to good steward-
ship of this remarkable 
piece of land” said Shelby 
Semmes, Vice President 
of the New England Re-
gion for Trust for Public 
Land.  “We are honored to 
develop a conservation 
solution that protects this 
large forest for community 
benefit, outdoor access, 
and clean drinking water 
for residents across New 
Hampshire and Maine - all 
while honoring Mack 
Beal’s legacy.” 
    Research by Trust for 
Public Land and others 
have demonstrated that 
Community Forests can 
be drivers of equitable 
outdoor access, rural 
prosperity along with so-
cial and physical well-
being. 
    “As Granite Staters, we 
take great pride in respon-
sible environmental stew-
ardship of our state,” said 

Governor Chris Sununu. 
“The Beal family repre-
sents the very best of New 
Hampshire. Their hard 
work in conservation will 
allow the land to be cher-
ished by many for years to 
come.” 
    Now owned by Upper 
Saco Valley Land Trust, 
Dundee Community For-
est will be managed for 
non-motorized recreation, 
wildlife conservation, and 
sustainable timber har-
vesting. The State of New 
Hampshire holds the con-
servation easement, 
which prevents the land 
from being subdivided or 
developed and guaran-
tees recreational access. 
    “Given extensive road 
frontage on Dundee and 
Thorn Hill Roads, as well 
as development pressure 
in Jackson and Bartlett, 
Dundee Community For-
est was at risk of being de-
veloped and drastically 
changing the landscape of 
our region. As new owners 
of Dundee Community 
Forest, we are thrilled that 
the forest is now protected 
forever for conservation, 
scenic enjoyment, and 
outdoor recreation and we 
are committed to its care 
forever. We look forward 
to working with the com-
munity to determine the 
trail system needs and 
plan for activities that wel-
come community 
members to enjoy the for-
est in a variety of ways,” 
said Jen Pribble, Execu-
tive Director of Upper 
Saco Valley Land Trust.  
    A Community Forest is 
a reinvention of the New 
England town forest. In 
this case, Upper Saco Val-
ley Land Trust holds own-
ership of the forest. Man-
agement input will come 
from the Dundee Commu-
nity Forest Advisory 
Group, which will include 
representatives from the 
Towns of Jackson and 
Bartlett, community 
members, and stake-
holders such as nonprofit 
partners.  
    “The Dundee Commu-
nity Forest is a great out-
come for the White Moun-
tain Region and for the 

people of New Hamp-
shire” said Patrick Hack-
ley, Director of the Divi-
sion of Forests and Lands 
and the New Hampshire 
State Forester. “Conser-
vation of this land will as-
sure that sustainable for-
estry continues to provide 
jobs in the forest products 
sector and maintain a 
highly resilient forest re-
source in the face of a 
changing climate. 
    Dundee Community 
Forest also provides vital 
water resources for the 
community. Several pris-
tine streams flow into the 
federally designated Wild-
cat Wild and Scenic River, 
which cascades into the 
popular tourism destina-
tion of Jackson Falls. Ad-
ditionally, the Forest con-
tains tributaries to the 
East Branch of the Saco 
River, which support 
drinking water for more 
than 250,000 people in 
New Hampshire and 
Maine.  The conservation 
easement includes per-
manent stream buffers 
funded by the New Hamp-
shire Aquatic Resource 
Mitigation program. A pub-
lic drinking water well for 
the Villagio Bianco neigh-
borhood will benefit from 
special provisions to pro-
tect water quality funded 
by The New Hampshire 
Drinking Water and 
Groundwater Trust Fund. 
    In partnership with the 
U.S. Forest Service and 
with generous support 
from the U.S. Endowment 
for Forestry and Commu-
nities, Trust for Public 
Land released a special 
report, “Community For-
ests: A Path to Prosperity 
and Connection,” in 2021. 
The special report, and 
accompanying handouts, 
takes a case-study ap-
proach to understanding 
and exploring the numer-
ous economic benefits 
provided by community 
forests created through 
the U.S. Forest Service’s 
Community Forest and 
Open Space Conserva-
tion Program (CFP). 
    A community celebra-
tion event is planned for 
this fall.

    The Military Writers So-
ciety of America has noti-
fied Bob Every he will be 
the recipient of an award 
for his debut novel, A Day 
Like Any Other, at their 
awards banquet in New 
London, Connecticut, in 
September. 
    Every’s family has 
deep bonds with the sea. 
Henry Every (born in the 
Devonshire area of Eng-
land around 1659) be-
came Captain of the 
Fancy in 1694. Later, his 
family had ties to the Cu-
nard Line and came to 
America from the Dutch 
West Indies. The author 
grew up in Boston, attend-
ed Boston Latin High 
School, and it was there 
he credits learning the 
lessons from which he de-
veloped the craft of writ-
ing. Graduating from Tufts 
University, he reported to 
Attack Squadron 147 as 
ordnance officer, making 
combat deployments to 
Vietnam aboard the USS 
America and USS Con-
stellation in 1970, 1971, 
and 1972. It was during 
this time he became a 
Christian. He married his 
wife, Patricia, in 1974 and 
they have two sons, both 
of whom have a deep-
rooted affiliation with the 
sea. 
    To quote the book’s 
jacket; “As the war in Viet-
nam is drawing to a close, 
Bill, a navy lieutenant 
from South Boston, 
meets Mary, a doctor and 
anti-war daughter from 
one of Beacon Hill’s old-
est families. A day that 
would transform  two lives 
and two visions, initiat-
ing events that would dis-
rupt  seats of power and 
headlines around the 
globe. A tender story of 
love and redemption amid 
the violence of a nation 
torn by war. A Day Like 
Any Other combines mili-
tary romance with literary 
fiction to create a captivat-
ing novel that makes you 
pause and think about its 
reflection in your own life.” 
    To win an award, the 
book must score well in 
content, style, visual 
(cover design and layout), 
and technical (conformity 

to the rules of grammar 
and the Chicago Manual 
of Style or AP). Then, an 
overall score is deter-
mined by adding the four 
areas for each reviewer to 
see if it qualifies for an 
award. 
    The lead reviewer, 
Nancy Panko, herself an 
author, said, “This won-
derful story captivated 
me. I couldn’t put the book 
down and wanted more 
when it ended. I was on 
the edge of my seat, and 
you will be, too.” 
    Two short quotes illus-
trate the book’s depth. 
    Bill and Mary upon en-
tering the Boston Public 
Garden. “Perhaps it was 
the time of year or the 
beauty of the tulips as 
they spread a carpet of 
brilliant color amid the 
tapestry of carefully mani-
cured flower beds. Per-
haps the canopy of newly 
budded trees as they 
stretched forth to gently 
shade the scene below, or 
the delicate bridge in the 
distance that seemed to 
beckon to an obscured 
shore on the far side. Per-
haps even the whimsical 
bronze figures of Mrs. 
Mallard and her eight 
ducklings as they made 
their way toward the 
pond. It was the type of 
day that happens only in 
the spring and not even 
every spring. The type of 
day in which a sense of 
renewal overwhelms the 
senses with a joy to be 
alive.”

enough.) 
    4 cups of chicken broth  
    1 cup milk  
    Salt and pepper to taste  
    Sauté onions in butter 
until translucent. Remove 
onions and place in 
blender then sauté 
squash until tender adding 
more butter if needed. Add 
to blender adding 1 cup of 
broth. Depending on how 
big your blender is you 
might have to do it in 
stages. Blend until 
smooth. Put in soup pan 
and add the additional 
broth and milk, salt & 
pepper. Heat but don’t boil 
until done getting just 

heated through.  
    That’s it. Try it cold if 
you want. Serve with crou-
tons or oyster crackers. 
Taste before adding salt 
and pepper because de-
pending on what brand of 
chicken broth you use it 
may not need it.
